
TURKEY 18th – 25th February 2010 
 
 
Hello Everybody! 
 
We have recently received the prices for Turkey 2010, and would 
like to invite you to join us on a week of tuition, fun, golf played on 
great courses and time spent in the delightful five star Gloria 
Serenity Hotel. 
 
The week will cost £1100 per person and includes: 
 

• 7 nights at the Gloria Serenity Hotel based on two people 
sharing a twin or double room 

• Half Board 
• Five rounds of golf. 2 x Gloria New, 1 x Gloria Old, 1 x Faldo,

• Tuition on five days

Please note that this DOES NOT include your flight. The reason 
for this is that in previous years we have flown from Stansted to 
Antalya with Turkish Cypriot Airlines. The late arrival time meant 
that dinner was a rushed affair, and no one had time to unpack or 
settle in at a decent time. Also the return flight necessitated leaving 
the hotel very early in the morning following the prizegiving dinner 
the night before, or paying to stay on for an extra day and fly home 
the following evening. In recent years, BA has started flying from 
Gatwick to Antalya, the flight departs Gatwick at 10.00am and 
arrives in Antalya at 4.15pm, thus allowing for a more leasurely 
start to your holiday! The timing of the return flight is also much 
better, with the flight departing Antalya at 5.00pm, arriving at 
Gatwick at 7.45pm. The cost of the flight is similar to the Turkish 
Cypriot flight from Stansted, varying depending on when it is 
booked. The sooner  it is booked, the cheaper it will be. Alternative 
Travel can book the BA flight on your behalf – we recommend this 
as they are ATOL bonded – but they would need to be paid for the 



flight in full, plus £150 deposit per person to reserve your place on 
the week, at the time of booking.
